1.  BADGING AND VEHICLE REGISTRATION.

    a.  Whereas required by the Government, each contractor employee working shall conspicously display on his/her person an identification badge, AMSAM-RA Form 2341, which shall include the full name of the employee and the legal name under which the contractor is doing business.  The contractor shall provide name tags for it’s management personnel which indicates their job title and contractor name.

    b.  The contractor shall obtain SMI Forms 1116, Personnel Identification Badge Request Card, and DA Form 3626, Vehicle Registration/Drive Record Card, from the Registration and Identification Section, Provost Marshall’s Office, Building 3423.

    c.  The contractor shall prepare SMI Form 1116 and obtain authorized signature for each employee requiring access to Redstone Arsenal in the performance of this requirement.  The contractor shall deliver the completed cards to the Vehicle Registration and Identification Section, Building 3423, so that badges and decals may be processed and issued.

    d.  All contractor personnel operating privately owned vehicles on the installation shall have a valid state driver’s license and proof of insurance to operate a motor vehicle.  Contractor personnel shall comply with Redstone Arsenal rules and regulations regarding motor vehicle use.

2.  SAFETY REQUIREMENTS.

    a.  In performance of work under this contract, the contractor and it’s employees shall observe all rules and regulations of Redstone Arsenal, Alabama.
