52.212-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 2004) 

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. The NAICS code and small business size standard for this acquisition appear in Block 10 of the solicitation cover sheet (SF 1449). However, the small business size standard for a concern which submits an offer in its own name, but which proposes to furnish an item which it did not itself manufacture, is 500 employees.

(b) Submission of offers. Submit signed and dated offers to the office specified in this solicitation at or before the exact time specified in this solicitation. Offers may be submitted on the SF 1449, letterhead stationery, or as otherwise specified in the solicitation. As a minimum, offers must show--

(c) MINIMUM:  The MINIMUM quantities for each period of performance shall be the estimated quantity per year times 50% of each individual line item.  Example:  Quantity = 1,000 acres time 50% = 500 acres.  

(d) MAXIMUM:  The MAXIMUM limit of the Contractor’s obligation to delivery shall be the estimated quantity per year times 150% on each individual line item.  Example:  Quantity = 1,000 acres times 150% = 1500 acres, which would be the maximum obligation of the Contractor to deliver under this example.  

(e) The Contractor shall only be paid for work actually accomplished in performance of the contract.

CONTRACT PERIOD

(a) Any contract awarded as a result of this request for proposal shall be from date of award          

through 30 Sep 05, both dates inclusive, unless sooner terminated under the terms of the contract.  In the event that the government exercises the option provisions of this contract, the contract period will be extended in accordance with the option period being exercised.  

(b) The government may exercise options by the first day of the fiscal year or within 30 days    

after funds become available for each fiscal year, whichever date is later.  If the government is unable to exercise an option by the first day of the fiscal year, then the 12-month quantity shall be prorated accordingly based on a 30-day month.

EVALUATION CRITERIA
The TECHNICAL/PAST PERFORMANCE areas shall be evaluated to determine whether the offeror possesses the capability required to successfully perform the requirements of the solicitation.  The offeror’s technical/past performance proposal shall be evaluated against the specific evaluation criteria set forth in the Performance Work Statement and the solicitation.  All proposals shall be given an overall rating of “ACCEPTABLE” or “UNACCEPTABLE.”  If the technical/past performance proposal does not clearly meet the requirements of the Performance Work Statement and the solicitation, that proposal will be determined “UNACCEPTABLE” and not be in the competitive range.

1.  GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS:

     a.  The following instructions are provided to assist offerors in understanding the information needed by the Government in making an objective selection of the proposal which best meets the Government’s acquisition requirement.

     b.  The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer confirming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

          (1)  Technical.

          (2)  Past Performance.

          (3)  Price.

The  Technical Approach and Past Performance, when combined, are equal in importance to Price.

     c.  It will be advantageous to the offeror to present commitments in a clear, concise manner and in terms understandable to those who may be unfamiliar with the offeror’s detailed intentions and reasoning processes.

     d.  Responses to this request for proposal shall be presented in as much detail as practical.  The response should be written to indicate the offeror’s understanding of, and approach to, the requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).
2.  PREPARATION AND EVALUATION.  The proposal shall be clearly and concisely written and logically assembled, in sections as detailed below.

     a.  SECTION 1, TECHNICAL.  The Technical proposal shall consist of the following elements:

          (1)  Technical Approach.

               (a)  Preparation:  The technical approach shall provide a discussion of what the offeror will do to satisfy the requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  The Government shall not assume that an offeror possesses any capability unless it is specified in the proposal.  A cross-reference matrix shall be provided showing where each task identified under Sections 4.0, 5.0,  6.0 and 7.0, inclusive, of the Performance Work Statement, is met in the proposal.  The offeror shall also provide a statement of “Certification” that its overall proposal complies with all requirements of the solicitation and PWS, and does not contain any exceptions or deviations.  

               (b)  Evaluation:  The technical approach shall be evaluated to determine understanding of the Performance Work Statement (PWS) as shown by the offeror's technical approach in the tasks described at Sections 4.0, 5.0, 6.0 and 7.0 of the PWS.  

(2) Quality Control Plan.  

(a)  Preparation:  In addition to the technical approach, the offeror shall submit a Quality Control Plan which shall address, as a minimum, the following:

                    (i)  An inspection system that covers all services covered by this requirement.  The inspection system shall specify the areas to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis, how often inspections will be accomplished, and the titles of the individuals who will perform the inspections.  Control procedures for any government-provided keys or lock combinations shall be included.

                    (ii)  A method of identifying deficiencies in quality of services performed before the level of performance becomes unacceptable.

· Offerors may also provide information, for review, on problems encountered on past efforts, as well as corrective actions taken to rectify performance problems on past efforts.

In addition to the information above, and especially important in the event of no relevant performance history, all offerors shall provide the following information:

· Any other information relevant to the successful performance of this effort.

          (2)  Evaluation:  Past Performance shall be evaluated on an acceptable, or unacceptable, basis as follows:

               (a)  Acceptable Risk – A very low to moderate risk for successful performance, as defined below:

· Very Low Risk – Offeror’s past performance history provides essentially no doubt that the offeror will perform the required effort successfully.

· Low Risk - Offeror’s past performance history provides little doubt that the offeror will perform the required effort successfully.

· Moderate Risk – Offeror’s past performance history provides some doubt that the offeror will perform the required effort successfully.

               (b)  Unacceptable Risk – A high, or very high, risk as defined below:

a. High Risk – Offeror’s past performance history provides substantial doubt that the offeror will perform the required effort successfully.

b. Very High Risk – Offeror’s past performance history provides extreme doubt that the offeror will perform the required effort successfully.

               (c)  Neutral Risk – The offeror has no relevant performance record.

     c.  SECTION 3, PRICE.  

          (1)  Preparation:  Offerors shall submit a proposed price on every contract line item (CLIN) in Section B, basic and all options.  Offers shall be submitted on an “all or none” basis.

          (2)  Evaluation:  The price evaluation shall include a comparison of the aggregate price of the proposal (which is determined by multiplying the unit proposed for each CLIN, times the estimated quantity, and then adding the prices for each CLIN, so multiplied) to determine the total cost for each contract year.  The aggregate price is the total of the base award year and the four option years.

3.  BASIS FOR AWARD.

     a.  In order to be considered for award, an offer must conform to the requirments of this solicitation, as well as meeting the criteria set forth by FAR Provision 9.104-1.  Proposals which do not conform to all terms and conditions contained in the solicitation shall be considered as non-responsive.

     b.  Award shall be made to the responsible offeror whose proposal, conforming to the solicitation, is lowest priced, technically acceptable, as well as meeting the criteria set forth by FAR 9.104-1.

     c.  The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if it is determined that prices proposed for the base year and options are significantly unbalanced.  Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

     d.  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time of acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party.  Before the offer’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer) whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.
