1.0 INTRODUCTION
 

The U.S. Army Aviation and Missile Command (AMCOM), Corporate Information Center (CIC) at Redstone Arsenal, Huntsville, Alabama, has an ongoing need for local and nationwide Cellular Telecommunications services and repair.  Minimal intervention on the part of the user shall be required to activate service once their cellular telephone is turned on or enters any cellular service market area nationwide.

 

2.0 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
 

The contractor shall provide the necessary personnel, facilities, service, equipment and materials to perform cellular telecommunications services and repair as set out in this statement of work (SOW).

 

2.1
SPECIFIC TASKS
 

2.1.1
The contractor shall provide cellular telecommunications services to government

owned instruments. 

 

2.1.2  The Government may procure separately, commercially available cellular telephones to be activated by the contractor.

 

2.1.3   The contractor shall provide a block of 600 sequential cellular numbers to be set aside for this contract’s exclusive use.  

 

2.1.4    The contractor shall provide a single point of contact to fulfill orders for cellular service activation and deactivation throughout their cellular coverage areas.

 

2.1.5  The contractor shall provide cellular telecommunications services to government owned instruments within the state of Alabama. 2.1.6  The contractor shall provide telecommunications services to government owned instruments with no roaming or long distance charge to all 50 states with options to include Caller ID, Voice Mail, Call Waiting and Call Forwarding.

The contractor shall possess automatic roaming agreements with service providers in cities in all 50 States.  The contractor shall provide the capability for subscribers to receive calls placed to their seven (7) digit telephone number while outside of their home service area without the calling party having to dial an intermediate telephone number. In the event of network outage, either total or partial, the contractor shall notify the COR with a status and estimated time of restoration within one hour of initial notification or detection.  The contractor shall maintain adequate maintenance personnel to insure that service will not be disrupted due to unscheduled system downtime for more than two (2) hours whether it be day, night, weekend or holiday, during any 30 day period.  The contractor shall insure a network quality of service of no less than 97% reliability during any 24 hour period.
