a. QUESTION:  How many servers, workstations, users are supported in the Comanche PMO?

           The Non Office Automation IT assets listed below are not used to provide office    automation services but rather to provide data management services, facilitate simulation activities, and support IT interface.  These functions are provided, managed and operated by Veridian Engineering, Inc.  They are included here for information purposes only since they comprise part of the Comanche PMO’s IT network.

b. QUESTION:  Can we review a current network description or diagram and specifications?

          ANSWER:  Information will not be provided due to its potential to comprise PEO/PMO          

          IT network security.  

c. QUESTION:  Could provide a current list of COTS software packages being supported?

ANSWER:  Information will not be provided due to its potential to comprise PEO/PMO

IT network security.   

d. QUESTION:  Is there a specific reason the CDRLs are priced as a separate item?

ANSWER:   CLINs 0001AC, 0002AC, 0003AC and 0004AC are hereby changed to read “Not Separately Priced”.  

e. QUESTION:  Generally, how many concurrent users does CISnet support?

ANSWER:  The number of concurrent users (i.e. individuals using the network at the same time) varies over time.  It is likely that most of onsite users (current number 127) would be using the Comanche PMO network concurrently. The off site users (current number 112) would vary significantly.  However, it is unlikely that all off-site users or even a majority would be on the network at the same time.  The primary offsite application is e-mail.   

f. QUESTION:  Referring to Section 3.3.6, the system is currently running at 95% uptime, is the system software or lack of manpower to blame for the system not being at 98%?

ANSWER:  The use of the 95% and/or 98% statistics should not be interpreted as implying that the current IT provider does not meet, if not exceed, these operational requirements.  The use of the 98% statistic is intended to ensure that the network is at its highest operational availability during the hours when the majority of users would be connected to and dependent upon the network.  The 95% applies to network operation, both during and after business hours, and is assessed on a monthly basis.  

    g.   QUESTION:  What type of specific proprietary hardware will require support in this 

      contract?        

      ANSWER:  None of the IT hardware that comprises the Comanche PMO IT network is proprietary in nature.  However, a significant portion of the data either residing upon or accessible by an authorized user via this network is proprietary or program sensitive in nature.
