The contractor shall satisfy all SMR voice and data requirements through commercial SMR voice and data networks supporting such SMR service offerings. The contractor shall provide the following services 24 hours per day, seven days per week, within the geographical area specified above: 


a. Public Switched Network Interconnect Service

3.2.2
