     (b)  The Government may reject a bid as nonresponsive or a proposal as unacceptable if it is materially unbalanced as to prices

offered for items. An offer is unbalanced when it is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and prices which are

significantly overstated for other work.

NOTE: When varying prices are offered, depending on quantity ordered or time of the order within an ordering period, the prices offered

shall be evaluated at the highest possible cost to the Government based on these prices and the delivery order limitations stated

elsewhere herein.
