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a. Definitions. As used in this clause --

1. "Information technol ogy" nmeans any equi pnent, or interconnected systen(s) or subsystem(s) of equipnent, that is used in the
automatic acquisition, storage, nmanipul ation, nanagenent, novenent, control, dispay, sw tching, interchange, transmi ssion, or reception
of data or information by the agency.

(a) For purposes of this definition, equipnment is used by an agency if the equipment is used by the agency directly or is
used by a contractor under a contract with the agency which --

(1) Requires the use of such equipnent; or requires the use, to a significant extent, of such equipnent in the
performance of a service or the furnishing of a product.

(b) The term"information technol ogy" includes conputers, ancillary equi pnent, software, firnware and sinilar procedures,
services (including support services), and rel ated resources.

(c) The term"infornmation technol ogy" does not include --
(1) Any equipnent that is acquired by a contractor incidental to a contract; or

(2) Any equipnent that contains inbedded information technology that is used as an integral part of the product, but
the principal function of which is not the acquisition, storage, manipul ation, managenent, novenent, control, display, sw tching,
interchange, transmssion, or receiption of data or information. For exanple, HVAC (heating, ventilation, and air conditioning)
equi pment such as thernpstats or tenperature control devices, and nedical equi prent where information technology is integral to its
operation, are not information technol ogy.

2. "Year 2000 Conpliant" nmeans information technol ogy which accurately processes date/time data (such as cal cul ating,
conparing, and sequencing) from into, and between the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, and the years 1999 and 2000 and | eap year
calculation, to the extent that other information technology, used in conbination with the information technol ogy bei ng acquired,
properly exchanges accurate date/time data with it.

b. Al information technol ogy nust be Year 2000 conpliant.

The Contractor guarantees that the hardware, software, and firmware which is acquired by this contract, shall include design
and/ or perfornmance specifications to ensure that the Government shall not experience perfornmance abnormalities associated with such
cal cul ations. The design to ensure year 2000 conpliancy shall include date/century recognition, calculations that acconmpdate sane

century and multi-century formulas and date val ues, and date data interface values that reflect an accurate and correct day, nonth, year
and century. In the manipul ation of external data, the contractor is responsible for ensuring that the system works accurately based on
correct data input. Wen a total systemis contracted for, the contractor is responsible for ensuring that calculations are accurate and
successful in conputations involving any year. In addition, the Contractor guarantees that |eap year calculations will be accommodat ed
and will not result in hardware, firmmare, and/or software failures. The prime contractor is responsible for their subcontractor's
products and services provided under this contract.
