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OMNIBUS 2000 CONTRACTS AWARDED


Redstone Arsenal, Ala.—The US Army Aviation and Missile Command (AMCOM announced that 12 prime contractors have been selected for the Omnibus 2000 (O2K) support services program.


Omnibus 2000 is a competitive, best-value, multiple-award program with a potential value of $2.5 Billion over five years.


The O2K program covers three categories of support: Logistics, Programmatic, and Technical and will be the mechanism used to procure advisory and assistance services.

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Ten of these 12 prime contractors are small or 8(a) businesses.  An 8(a) business is a small disadvantaged business certified as such by the Small Business Administration. 

According the Major General Al Sullivan, commander of the Army Aviation and Missile Command, the selected group of contractors represents a good mix of capabilities and companies.  “This winning combination represents approximately 190 companies,” Sullivan said, “including over 70% small and minority subcontractors, which ensures a strong industrial base to provide exceptional mission expertise.”

The O2K program replaces about 60 separate support service contracts formerly awarded at the Aviation and Troop Command (St. Louis, Missouri) and the Missile Command (Redstone Arsenal, Alabama).
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
