The U. S. Army Aviation and Missile Command announces the establishment of four domains for the AMCOM EXPRESS Program.  The domain designations and a short description follow:     

Logistics Domain:   Statement of work requirements will be consistent with Omnibus 2000 Logistics Functional Area.

Programmatic Domain:  Statement of work requirements will be consistent with Omnibus 2000 Programmatic Functional Area.

Technical Domain:  Statement of work requirements will be consistent with Omnibus 2000 Technical Functional Area.

Business and Analytical Domain:  It is anticipated that statement of work requirements will include business and/or analytical related support, assistance, advice, data collection, assessments, facilitation and training services.  Services may include support of organizational strategic planning, communication, conferences, business management, process improvement, financial management, property management, and personnel initiatives.


The Business and Analytical Domain will be reserved for small business primes/team leaders.  It is anticipated that task order volume within the Business and Analytical Domain will be low in comparison to the Logistics, Programmatic and Technical Domains.  It is also anticipated that AMCOM organizations will serve as the major Business and Analytical Domain Customers.


It is anticipated that the Logistics, Programmatic and Technical Domains will be competed on a full and open basis with the preponderance of the Blanket Purchase Agreements in each domain reserved for small business primes/team leaders.
